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Abstract

It is natural that every country in the world in the development of its
economy depends on the specific resource that supports and contributes
to the development of economic structures, some of which relied on the
export of oil in the first place, and of which relied on the industry, and
another on agriculture and other trade ... etc., but we find the growth of a
new type of economic resources was able to achieve great strides in
economic development, namely the tourism sector, and that many
countries were able to achieve high revenues from the tourism sector
through the creation of the development process of successful tourism,
such as Egypt, Tunisia, Spain, Italy, Malaysia, etc. countries that have
tourism potential .
It is here and with the increasing importance of the tourism sector
in the world, that question appears, why and at the level of Irag, we still
rely on oil revenue in the first place, is equivalent to neglect of other
economic resources, including tourism resources? Especially that Iraq is
characterized by the diversity of tourism resources and its natural and
human are, larger than many successful countries tourist .
The answer to this question is clear and simple, is that the officials
and people who are interested in the domain of tourism in Irag did not
give the tourism sector of importance that suits with what the country
have the different kinds of elements of tourism , particularly that Iraq
went over several wars that happened almost simultaneous with each
other, and this wars drained the state budget, in addition to this Iraq is one
of the oil-producing countries, which rely to finance its economy mainly
on oil exports, therefore, that resulted in the emergence of the problem
impeding the development of tourism is reflected in the great negligence
to the tourism sector, and no serious attempt by those concerned to
tourism to make possible tourism development that result in actual
economic effects directly and indirectly and , contribute to the support of
the lragi economy. Therefore necessity is need to shed light on this
problem and try to deal with it fundamentally through the scientific study
of the micro-economic effects that can be generated by tourism
development, and try to invest in away that have a positive reflection on
the Iragi economy .
Therefore, the purpose of studying the economic effects of
economic development lies in the following :
1. identify the economic effects of direct and indirect tourism
development on the Iragi economy in general, with reference to some
tourist countries, in this area .
2. identify the reality of the tourism development process in Irag and the
possibility of its economic investment to support the national economy
of Iraq .
3. to stand on the reasons that prevented the achievement of maximum
benefit from the direct and indirect effects of tourism development and



work on them and make recommendations in order to maximize their

role in supporting the national economy of Iraq .

4. focus on the most important of these effects on the national economy
of Irag and possible to quantify and analyze their effects, such as the
impact of tourism development in national income, and balance of
payments, and in use (employment) and economic dependency, and in
the general level of prices ... etc..

To achieve these goals, the thesis contains three chapters, the first and
the second chapters reflect the theoretical side and the third reflect the
application side , and on the level of the theoretical side, the first chapter
contains two subjects, the first one, reviews for the reader some basic
concepts of tourism to identify the origins and development at various
ages with an indication of the basic components the tourism sector and its
importance as an introduction to the concept of tourism development,
while the second part includes the recognition concept of economic
development as the entrance to the concept of tourism development with
the presentation of some of the experiences of successful tourism

development in some countries.

While Chapter two deals with the study of the direct and indirect
economic effects of tourism development through two subjects, the first
topic reviews the study of the direct economic effects of tourism
development in the national economy, the second part reviews the study
of the indirect economic effects of tourism development in the national
economy, together with the examples of these economic effects in some

countries tourism.

The practical side represents the third chapter so that it includes six
Investigation to study the six direct and indirect economic effects , which
may be subject to the quantifiable, as well as for keeping track of
previous studies of each of these effects in terms of Irag, and already we
were able to enter data those factors in the statistical samples and reach a
result of these factors and tested scientifically, and then analyzed in a
scientific way, and come to prove the second hypothesis and reject the
first hypothesis of the research. In the sense that tourism development in
Irag was unable to achieve its goals through investment of its direct and
indirect effects in support of the national economy of Iraq during the
period (2002-2009), and draw conclusions show the reality of tourism
development in Iraq, including the failures, and proposed
recommendations that could contribute to support the tourism sector and
to maximize the economic role in Iraq, calling on parties concerned,
considering those recommendations hoping that cause a change in the
orientation of people interested in the field of tourism in order to bring
out the real role of the tourism sector in the national economy, similar to
the advanced tourist countries , has been keen to use the statistical
method of the research and in a new way, that the research represents a

new addition in the tourism literature.
