It is a global organization that includes in its membership almost all the
independent countries of the world. The United Nations was founded on 24/October/
1945 in San Francisco, California, USA.
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Q: What is the International Monetary Fund?

It is a specialized agency of the United Nations, established by an international
treaty in 1944 and headquartered in Washington, and includes almost all countries
in the world with their number of 189 countries.
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Q: What are the objectives of the International Monetary Fund?
The objectives of the fund are as follows:

- Encouraging international monetary cooperation

- Exchange rate stability

- Facilitating international trade

- Enhancing job opportunities

- Promote sustainable economic growth



- Reducing poverty around the world.
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Q: What is the World Bank?
The World Bank is a United Nations development financial institution,
founded in 1945, and headquartered in Washington.
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What are the objectives of the World Bank?
The objectives of the World Bank are
1. Assisting developing countries in their economic progress
2. Encouraging capital investment for the purpose of developing
member states
3. Facing the permanent deficit in the balance of payments of the
member states
Providing loans to member states
Fighting poverty by helping middle- and low-income countries.
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Q: What is the World Trade Organization?

- It is an international institution that supervises the rules of global trade
between countries. It was established in 1995, and its headquarters are in
Geneva - Switzerland. Includes 164 countries.

/October/ 1945, headquarters in Rome - Italy, with offices in 130 countries

The goals are:

1. Helping to eradicate hunger, food insecurity and malnutrition.

2. Make agriculture and fisheries more productive and sustainable

3. Reducing poverty in the countryside

4. Enabling inclusive and efficient agricultural and food systems
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United Nations Industrial Development Organization ( UNIDO )

It is a specialized agency of the United Nations, founded in 1966 and
headquartered in Vienna, Austria.
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Q: What are the goals of the United Nations Industrial Development
Organization?

The main goals of the organization are:
1- Promote and accelerate industrial development in developing countries
2- Promote international industrial cooperation.
3- Provides technical cooperation to developing countries
4- Creating a better life for people by establishing an industrial base for
long-term prosperity and economic strength
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The Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC)

Q: What is the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries
(OPEC)?

It is an intergovernmental organization established in Baghdad in 1960
by its first five members (Iran, Irag, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, and Venezuela),
and its headquarters since 1964 is Vienna, Austria and the number of its
members is 15 countries.
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What are the tasks of the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries

(OPEC)?
1- The tasks of this organization are:
2- Coordination and standardization of oil policies for member countries

3- Ensuring the stability of oil markets, in order to secure an efficient supply of

oil to customers

4- Ensuring stable income for the producers and a fair return to the capital of

the investors in the oil industry.

5- The organization is an important provider of information on the international

oil market.
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
