We use the or conjunction to join two alternative clauses, for
example:
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Will Mary go, or will John go?

Nor

We use the nor conjunction to join two alternative clauses when
the first clause uses a negative such

As neither or never. In this case both clauses are untrue or do
not happen, for example:
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Mary never wrote the letter, nor did she call her fiend

We use the for conjunction (meaning something like because)

to join two clauses when the second

Clause is the reason for the first clause, for example:
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Sue felt cold, for It was snowing.
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| have known Kim for a long time, yet | have never understood
her.
