6. Write short, complete sentences. 7. Keep to the subject.

8. Take great care to connect your sentences so that your work
reads smoothly. Words like 'but’, 'since’, 'although’, 'after’,
‘after- wards', 'meanwhile' etc. will enable you to do this.

9. Save the most interesting part until the end or near the end.

10. Work neatly. Make sure your writing is clear, your spellin to
you andpunctuation correct and that there are margins to the
left and right of your work.

11. Abbreviations like 'don't', 'haven't', ‘wouldn't' etc. are not
normally used in written English. Write out the words in full: 'do
not', ‘have not', 'would not' etc.



12. Never on any account write your paragraph in your mother-
tongue and then attempt to translate it into English.

13. Avoid using a dictionary. Never use words that are entirely
new toyou.

14. When you have finished, read your work through and try to
correct mistakes you may have made in grammar.
