4. Liability shall be limited to direct damages, excluding any incidental or consequential losses.
5. The claimant bears the burden of proof with respect to allegations of material breach.
6. This agreement shall enter into force upon ratification by the competent authorities of both states.
7. The defendant, having been duly notified, failed to appear before the competent court.
8. Confidential information shall not be disclosed to third parties without prior written consent.
9. The provisions of this statute shall apply mutatis mutandis to subsidiary entities.
