The future tense is a verb tense used for a future activity or a future state of being. 

For example: 

- I will jump in the lake. (This is a future activity.) 

- If I jump in the lake, I will be happy. 

 

What is future tense and examples 

Future Tense 

The future tense is a verb tense used for a future activity or a future state of being. For 

example: 

• I will jump in the lake. 

(This is a future activity.) 

• I will be happy. 

(This is a future state of being.) 

The tense of a verb is determined by when the action took place. The three main tenses are: 

• The Past Tense         ( زمن الماضي( 

• The Present Tense    ( زمن المضارع(

Examples of the Types of Future Tense 

The future tense is categorized further depending on whether the action will be in progress or 

will be completed (called the aspect of a verb جانب من جوانب الفعل ). The four future tenses are:

There are four future verb tenses in English. 

• Simple future tense. المستقبل البسيط   نزم   

- We will go shopping in Babylon mall this Friday.   

• Future continuous tense.  زمن المستقبل المستمر 

- I will be stressed tomorrow during my science test. 

• Future perfect tense. زمن المستقبل التام 

- Ahmed will have met Aya. 

• Future perfect continuous tense .  المستمر زمن المستقبل التام   

- By next year, I will have been working in school of science for 16 years. 

 

What are future tense words? 

In grammar, the future tense is the verb form you use to talk about things that haven't 

happened yet. When you say, "The party will be so fun!" "will be" is in the future tense. 

Whenever you write or talk about things that you expect to happen later, you use the future 

tense. 

Which tense is used for near future? 

Present Continuous tense: 

Arrangements and plans - If you've made a plan to do something in the near future, you'll 

use Present Continuous tense to describe that event. 

 Examples: 

- I'm going to Najif and Karbala in a couple of hours.  

- I'm playing football tomorrow. 

Would and will use? 

Would: How They're Different (and How to Use Each) The main difference 

between will and would is that would can be used in the past tense but will cannot. 

Also, would is commonly used to refer to a future event that may occur under specific 

conditions, while will is used more generally to refer to future events. 

 

Example: 

- Would you please pass the sugar for me? (polite request) 

- If you asked her, she would help you. (if clause) 

- If you studied hard, you would pass your exam. (if clause) 

- I will go to the cinema tonight. 

- My friends will take the bus to Paris next week. 

- My mother will be happy with her birthday gift.
