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Abstract

Grammatical rules are not an aim in itself but a means for
preventing the tongue and the pen from error. They form the
science that guards the Arabic language because they are the
rules that secure it and without them the Arabic language will
be a mass of jumbled and scrambled expressions that the
reader or the writer nses them haphazardly.

The significance of the grammatical rules from the Arabic
language , with the increasing need for reading and writing,
dpends on the grammatical rules.

However, learning and teaching grammatical rules face a lot
of problems that still from fundamental problems that
specialists in grammar, methodologists and educationalists try
to overcome them.

Different points of view have interpreted the reasons behind
this problem. Some of these views believe that the problem is
existed in the nature of grammar itself, while others accuse
the wrong choice of the topics that don’t suit the various levels
of pupils. Another people assume that the method of teaching
is behind this problem.

There are many methods to teaching grammatical rules
such as, the deductive method, the inductive method and the
text method. These methods become traditional and boring.
Therefore some researchers try to find out new methods and
modern ways in teaching instead of those traditional methods
that lack the ability to supply the learners with the required
needs according to their intellectual levels and individual
differences.

Hence, there is an urgent need to know the effect of each of
the 'grammatical base’ and 'linguistic training’ on pupils
achievement, as a comparative study. We hope that this



investigation will improve pupils achievement, and achieve
the intended educational aims.

In order to achieve the aim of this research, the researcher

has adopted the Null Hypothesis that believe that there are no
significant differences in the 4" vyear primary pupils
achievement, between the pupils who are taught according to
the Grammatical Base on the one hand, and those pupils who
are taught according to Linguistic Training at .05 level of
difficulty in Arabic Syntax.

The research limits to:

1- Fourth year primary pupils who are studying
during the academic year 2003-2004 in the city of
Baghdad / Al-Risafa Sector.

2- The prescribed subjects in the textbook of
linguistic training of the 4" year primary at the
first term of the academic year 2003-2004.

The sample of the study comprises (70) pupils derived
from Muslim Bin Aqgeel Primary school. The selected
sample has divided randomly into two equal groups, i.e. the
experimental and the control groups. The first group was
taught by the '‘Grammatical Base' method whereas the
second group was taught by the 'Linguistic Training"
method.

The two groups are qualified in their Arabic achievement

in the previous year (third year primary) ; age in months;

and their parents education.

The researcher has derived ( 107 ) behavioral objectives,
prepared training plans, and prepared a table of
specification for distributing the items of the post-test



above the contents and behavioral objectives of the
intended instructional material.

Moreover, the researcher has prepared a post-
achievement test including (20) items. The test has been
exposed to a jury of experts in order to decide its face
validity and content validity. Reliability is calculated by
applying Knder 20 method. The application of the t-test for
two independent samples has identified that there is a
significant difference at (.05) level between the two groups
of the pupils on the behalf of the experimental group that
has been taught according to the 'Grammatical Base'
method.

Later on, the researcher has concluded:

Adopting the '‘Grammatical Base' method for teaching the
fourth year primary pupils is developing their achievement
in Arabic syntax, in comparison with the ' Linguistic
Training’ method.

Building upon that result the researcher recommends
that the 'Grammatical Base' method should be adopted for
teaching Arabic Syntax to fourth year primary pupils.

Finally, the researcher has suggested the following:

1- Carrying a study similar to the present one which
considers sex variable.

2- Conducting a similar study on other instructional
stages.
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
